result, your financial advisor’s eligibility for a bonus will be
positively impacted. When mutual funds are purchased
through reinvestment, your financial advisor receives a
percentage of the sales charge, if any. Your financial advisor
also receives a portion of any ongoing payments, called
trailer fees paid to Edward Jones. Our revenue affects
Edward Jones’ overall profitability and thus may affect any
branch bonus your financial advisor receives.
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
